Contract for e-NOA/D Services

Procedure for e-NOA/D shall be:


1)
The filling up of Crew Manifest takes a considerable time, so we would suggest that you send us the NOA well in advance. Kindly do not keep waiting till 96 hours. Keep at least one day in hand for any unforeseen circumstances.


2)
Due to volume of the work handled by us, you need to give us at least 6 hours for any changes/updates to NOA/D. If for some reason you do not receive the confirmation from us, within 6 hours, please call us to find out the reason for delay.


3)
Our normal working hours shall be Mon to Fri- 8 AM to 10 PM. If the service is required beyond these hours (Between 10 PM to 8 AM and full day on Sat and Sun) you need to call us to ensure that filing is taken care of and does not go un-noticed until the next day opening of the office

Notes:


1)
Previously vessel could give one notice of arrival for first US port and all other US ports could be listed in “Subsequent US Ports section”. But in the new e-NOA/D, if for example the vessel is touching 4 US ports, then you need to give 4 Notices of arrival (one for each US port).


2)
Notice of Departure will be given from the LAST US PORT, where the vessel will be departing for foreign voyage.


3)
In the previous NOA, you had to list last 5 ports, but in the new e-NOA/D, you need to list last 5 FOREIGN ports.


4)
Our “Copy of NOA Form Version 4”, crew manifest format is different compared to earlier NOA Workbook.

LIMITATION OF LIABILITY


1(a)
The total liability of American International Shipping Company (“AISC”) for any loss, claim, expense or damage or any fine or penalty incidental to, arising out of or in connection with its negligent performance or non-performance of any of the above services, or from breach of any implied or express warranty of workmanlike performance of those services, or from any other act, error, omission or reason whatsoever (including, without limitation the gross or willful negligence of AISC), to any party or to any and all persons, corporations, partnerships, business entities, sovereigns, countries or nations (including, without limitation, any agencies or departments thereof), shall be limited to an amount equal to the sum actually paid for the services alleged to be deficient. 


(b)
Under no circumstances whatsoever shall AISC be liable for any indirect, special or consequential loss, claim, expense, or damage whatsoever (including, without limitation, loss of profit, loss of contract, or loss of use), or for any delay whatsoever (including, without limitation, delay in vessel or cargo clearance, arrival or departure or in cargo delivery or release) suffered by any party or by any and all persons, corporations, partnerships, business entities, sovereigns, countries or nations (including, without limitation, any agencies or departments thereof) as a result of any neglect, breach of warranty or any other act, error, omission or reason whatsoever (including, without limitation gross or willful negligence) of or by AISC in the performance of the above services. 


(c)
Under no circumstances whatsoever shall any individual representing or acting on behalf of AISC who may have caused such loss, claim, expense, damage or delay be personally liable.
HOLD HARMLESS: 


2(a)
The party requesting services and any other party who is the beneficiary of the services hereunder agrees to release AISC and to defend, indemnify and hold harmless AISC from and against any and all losses, claims, expenses, damages or delays, and any and all fines or penalties, or liabilities for same, and from and against any and all claims, demands, lawsuits, proceedings or actions for same, including legal fees and expenses, to or by any party or to or by any and all persons, corporations, partnerships, business entities, sovereigns, countries or nations (including, without limitation, any agencies or departments thereof) which may be brought incidental to, arising out of or in connection with the above services.  


2(b)
In the event it is finally determined that any loss, claim, expense or damage incidental to, arising out of or in connection with the above services has been caused solely and completely by AISC, its agents, employees, officers, directors or subcontractors, or that any fine or penalty has been imposed solely and completely because of any act or omission of AISC, its agents, employees, officers, directors or subcontractors, then AISC’s total liability shall be limited in accordance with Paragraph 1, above.  This sub-Paragraph shall otherwise have no effect upon the duties and obligations of the party requesting services or of any other party under sub-Paragraph 2(a). 

TIME BAR: 

3.
Any statutes of limitations notwithstanding, any party’s right to bring or to assert against AISC any and all claims, demands, lawsuits, proceedings or actions, whether in arbitration or otherwise, shall be waived unless (a) notice is received by AISC within ninety (90) days after said party had notice of or should reasonably have been expected to have had notice of the basis for such claims, etc.; and (b) arbitration or legal proceedings, if any, based upon such claims, etc. are commenced within six (6) months of the date of such notice to AISC.

CHOICE OF FORUM AND LAW:
4.
Any and all differences and disputes of whatsoever nature arising out of services under this contract shall be put to arbitration in the City of New York pursuant to the laws relating to arbitration there in force before a board of three persons, consisting of one arbitrator to be appointed by AISC, one by the party or parties, and one by the two so chosen.  The decision of any two of the three on any point or points shall be final.  The arbitration is to be conducted in accordance with the Rules of the Society of Maritime Arbitrators, Inc. in the English language. The governing law shall be the law of the state of New York, U.S.A.  The arbitrators may grant any relief other than punitive damages which they or a majority of them deem within the scope of the agreement of the parties.  Awards made in pursuance to this clause may include costs including a reasonable allowance for attorney’s fees and expenses and judgment may be entered upon any award made hereunder in any court having jurisdiction.
